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A Review of Overseas Studies on Rural Tourism
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Abstract: After reviewing the progresses of overseas studies on rural tourism, this paper concludes that these stud-
ies mainly focus on rural travel supply, rural travel demand and the impacts of rural tourism. Based on the findings of the
review and the status quo of rural tourism, the authors believe that future focuses of overseas studies on rural tourism will
shift to: inter-discipline empirical and conceptual research from different lights to discern the nature of it; researches on
international common understanding of the terminology, nature, outcome and the significance of rural tourism; synchronic
contrastive studies on international cooperation programs in trans-regional and trans-cultural rural tourism, and diachronic
induced studies of the development of rural tourism at different stages.
